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Touching the lives of all for ensuring their wellbeing is the basic rule of
good governance and development. Targeted interventions are required for the
uplifiment of people in any disadvantaged position. In India, the disabled
population is a significant section as they constitute 2.21% of the total population
according to Census 2011. Statistics on disabled persons is important in view of
the special measures required for facilitating their lives.

The Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation has brought out a
statistical publication on disabled persons in India and State/ UTs, based on the
findings from Census 2011, to throw some light into their status. The publication
has also highlighted the need for strengthening the statistics on disabled persons in
India, in view of the development of the nation as well as to implement various
international commitments.

I sincerely hope, this publication ‘Disabled Persons in India-A Statistical
Profile 2016 will lead to fruitful deliberations which in turn will result in more
effective measures for improvement in the lives of disabled persons in India and
also to strengthen disability statistics.

I congratulate the Social Statistics Division of the Ministry for bringing out
this very relevant and useful statistical publication.
